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CHARGING THE SCREWDRIVER

Before attemnpting o chargd your screwd river, theroughly read all of the safety instructions. To charge

your screwdriver, follow the steps below. -2

1. Plug the output cord of the chargel @ into the socket in the bottorn of the screwdriver handie as
shown in Figura (&), =

2. Plug the charger into any standard electrical outlet.

3. The tool can be left on charge for as lang as you desira. A minimum charge time of 12 hours is
i required to recharge a completely discha rged tool,
4. Formost fix up jobs, a charge of 3 to 4 hours will be adeqguate.

| Removing and Installing the Bits

= Toinstall a screwdriver bit {3) Fig. A, simply insert it into the cavity in the spindle {2) uotil it snaps into
§ place. To remove the bit, pull it straight out. If bit does not fit into spindle, rotate the hit and re-insert it

| ADJUSTING THE HANDLE
1 The screwdriver can be set to two ditferent positions as shown in Fig. C.

To adjus! the handie, hold both halves of the driver and “snap”™ the handle from either the straight
position to the pistol position or from the pistol position to the straight position. The spring loaded
pivat will securely “ieck” your rechargeable screwdriver in two positions.

NOTE: To avoid being pinched, grasp the handle bBelow the pinch point shown in Fig. C.

« Push ondoff switch (13 in Fig. B to the right for forward. a clockwise rotation, and 1o the left for reverse,

a counter-clockwise rotation.
» it is desired to use tool in manual mode, the spindle will lock automatically when not In use.
